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COMPETITION FOR THE DESIGN OF 

THE NEW MUSEUM OF CONTEPMORARY ART OF VOJVODINA IN NOVI SAD
I    THE SUBJECT OF THE COMPETITION

The subject of the competition is the development of the creative urban-architectural plan for the complex of buildings of the Museum of Contemporary Art of Vojvodina in Novi Sad. 


The complex consists of the museum building, between 8500 and 9000 m2 in area, access terrace, parking area and of the museum park, including a park with sculptures. The location intended for the museum complex is situated on the left bank of the Danube, in the area between the city beach and the student dorms.


The competition has been opened in order for the following elements to be defined:

· The physical structure and the organization of the space, within the stated purpose;

· The creative architectural plan for the museum and its accompanying elements, according to the investor’s programme;

· Landscape and horticultural design of the free space, in accordance with the investor’s programme;

· Functional and visual balance of the building and its surroundings.

II   PURPOSE OF THE COMPETITION

The aim of the competition is to find the best solution for a building project. The author of the project that wins competition’s first prize will be commissioned as architect for the realization of the building. 
III TYPE OF COMPETITION AND ADMISSION TO THE COMPETITION 


This is a single stage, anonymous international regional competition.
The competition is open to architects, individually or in teams, who are according to the relevant laws registered in Serbia, Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Macedonia, Albania, Greece, Bulgaria, Romania, Hungary, Austria, the Czech Republic and Slovakia (countries that have common cultural and historical background and professional links) and who are qualified to design and supervise projects of the type under consideration in the present competition.
The following persons are excluded from taking part in the competition:

· Jurors;

· Members of the Technical Committee;

· The Competition Coordinator.

The competition language is English.

1.  Registration procedure

-  three pictures presenting the competition design, in .JPG format, for the exhibition catalog;

· Return Address envelope (sealed white envelope in A4 format, on the outside of which, in the upper right corner, in Arial Narrow font, size 12, the competitor will mark “Return Address” and the identification code), containing:

-  statement of the individual competitor or a team representative on the issue of anonymity for the exhibition (After the announcement of the results of the Competition, all designs, including those disqualified by the Jury, shall be publicly exhibited. Competitors, other than prize-winners, who wish to remain anonymous, must clearly state such a wish in written form, and submit it with other documents.);
-  copy of the bank transfer showing that the registration fee has been paid;
-  return address;

-  copy of the transfer showing that postal expenses for the return of the project have been paid;
· Identification envelope (sealed white envelope in A4 format, on the outside of which, in the upper right corner, in Arial Narrow font, size 12, the competitor will mark “Identification” and the identification code), containing: 

- full name, address, telephone number and e-mail address of the competitor or the competitors, in the case of a team;
-  distribution of the prize money (in percent), in the case of a teamed entry;

- copy of the license or certificate of membership in professional association proving the individual competitor’s or teams representative’s right to practice the profession in his/her country of residence.

5.  Anonymity 

Competition entries are to be presented anonymously.

All documents submitted (each of the panels, firs page of an explanatory text, CD-ROM covers and identification envelope) will be identified exclusively by an alphanumeric identification code of the competitors choice consisting of a six-digit number followed by two letters. This identification code, 1cm high and 6cm wide, will be placed at the upper right corner of all documents submitted. No other identification will appear on panels or documents.

This identification code will be recorded by the Technical Committee and masked by a serial number which alone will be visible to the jury.

The identification envelopes accompanying entries will be lodged with a notary until the jury has made its final selection. Anonymity will then be lifted.
6.  Submission of documents

Competitors must ensure that their entries arrive at the Competition Secretariat no later that 6pm on 4th of April.

Competitors must ensure that the date of dispatch is clearly visible on the package.


Competitors who hand-in their entries will be provided with a receipt by the competition secretariat.
