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ON-LINE STUDENT COMPETITION 

FOR THE DESIGN OF 

THE NEW MUSEUM OF CONTEPMORARY ART OF VOJVODINA IN NOVI SAD

I    THE SUBJECT OF THE COMPETITION


The subject of the competition is the development of the creative urban-architectural plan for the complex of buildings of the Museum of Contemporary Art of Vojvodina in Novi Sad. 


The complex consists of the museum building, between 8500 and 9000 m2 in area, access terrace, parking area and of the museum park, including a park with sculptures. The location intended for the museum complex is situated on the left bank of the Danube, in the area between the city beach “Štrand” and Liman Park, the Sloboda Bridge and the student dorms.


The competition has been opened in order for the following elements to be defined:

· The physical structure and the organization of the space;

· The creative architectural plan for the museum and its accompanying elements;

· Landscape and horticultural design of the free space;

· Functional and visual balance of the building and its surroundings.

II   PURPOSE OF THE COMPETITION


The aim of the competition is to conduct a research on positions of young architects concerning roles and functions of the museum in the era of mass media (transformation of the museums from “warehouse” through “machine” to “dynamic network of cultural policies of articulation and disarticulation of public spaces, public episteme and both collective and individual identifications with art in synchronic and diachronic sense”
).
III TYPE OF COMPETITION AND ADMISSION TO THE COMPETITION 


This is a single stage international regional competition for students of architecture.

The competition is open to students of architecture (undergraduate, graduate and postgraduate), individually or in teams, from Serbia, Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Macedonia, Albania, Greece, Bulgaria, Romania, Hungaria, Austria, the Czech Republic and Slovakia (countries that have common cultural and historical background and professional links).


This competition is not anonymous. Entries of all the competitors will be displayed on Museum’s web-site. Rating of the entry will be decided by on-line voting of the visitors of the web-site.

IV   COMPETITION LANGUAGE


The competition language is English.

3.  Documents to be submitted by competitors

Competitor should submitt following graphic surveys:

- site plan (1:500);

- floor plans, sections and elevations;

- schematic presentation of functional areas;

- three perspective drawings.

Explanatory text should be incorporated in graphic surveys.

On each poster competitor’s full name and country of origin should be marked.

For all the text on the posters (signature, explanatory text) competitors should use font Arial Narrow.
